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Main points of the Speech by the Minister of Interior Tassos Giannitsis at the plenary session of the Parliament on the International Day for the elimination of violence against women 

 The current day and the debate in the Parliament reminds us of the human rights deficit, even of the democratic deficit we have as a civilized society, it reminds us of our contradictions, when we declare belief in values and principles and in practice we cultivate various forms of violence, the Minister of Interior Tassos Giannitsis said, speaking at the plenary session of the Parliament on the International Day for the elimination of violence against women.
The crisis we are facing leads to the expansion of many social phenomena associated with poverty, unemployment, disparities, which in their turn, relate, to a great extent, to violence against women and vulnerable social groups. 
The debate, he added, will have   not only   semantic but also substantial value if it improves, even slightly, the reality as experienced by women who suffer violence.    
The success of our efforts will be judged by our ability to: 
-provide a modern and comprehensive protection framework 

-act effectively, by taking both preventive and repressive measures, in order to provide relief to victims 

-bring successful results and implement fruitful practices 
Then, he gave details of the actions provided by the National Program for Substantive Gender Equality 2010-2013, prepared by the General Secretariat for Gender Equality. 
As he noted, interventions have been developed, aimed at the forefront of actions against violence, that is shifting  resources from mild actions to actions that provide immediate and practical assistance to victims. 

He also announced that the requirements had been completed for staffing the Advisory Centers of the General Secretariat for Gender Equality in 14 Regions.  
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
