Introduction


The aim of this document is to inform on the implementation of the programme "Europe for Citizens" in 2007. The report therefore describes the programme activities initiated based on the 2007 work programme, on which the programme committee had delivered a favourable opinion on 12 October 2006.

The year 2007 was the start of the new programme and consequently some measures could not be implemented for budgetary reasons (studies) and some measures were developed to be launched in 2008 (citizens' projects, support measures). The first projects within the new programme began as of 1 May 2008 whilst most activities started during the second semester. Therefore observations concerning the results and impact of the activities are of preliminary character: further evidence will be available when more activities have been concluded and reported back.

Political context and priorities


The Commission held a series of consultation meetings with the stakeholders in 2006 to discuss the most important issues of the programme implementation. Based on these consultations it was agreed that the programme implementation will be guided by a combination of permanent and annual priorities. 
The permanent priorities guide and encourage the beneficiaries to work on long lasting basis on issues directly linked to the objectives of the programme. This creates the critical mass of activities around the core issues of the programme and it is expected to support thematic networking between the beneficiaries. The following five permanent priorities have been established:

- Future of the European Union and its basic values;

- Active European citizenship: participation and democracy in Europe;

- Intercultural dialogue
-People's well being in Europe: employment, social cohesion and sustainable development
- Impact of EU policies in societies.

The annual priorities are used to mobilise the beneficiaries to deal with the most topical European issues and exercises related to the permanent priorities. The annual priorities thus don't replace but complement and specify the permanent priorities. 
In 2007 the annual priorities gave focus to the following issues:

- European Year 2007: Equal opportunities for all;

- Enlargement: getting to know the two new Member States.

- The European Year of intercultural dialogue

- 50th anniversary of the Treaty of Rome
As part of this political context, the developments in the sport and communication fields in 2007 shaped the environment of the active citizenship policy. In July 2007, the Commission adopted the White Paper on Sport. It highlighted the potential of sport in encouraging active citizenship, in particular to promote voluntary work,, social inclusion, integration and equal opportunities and referred to the role of the Europe for Citizens programme in this respect.  This was taken into account when developing the 2008 priorities for the Europe for Citizens programme.
As regards communication, the Plan D, aiming at strengthening dialogue, debate and democracy in Europe, was still in full swing in 2007. This exercise is by definition closely related to our 1st permanent priority. The institutional context changed with the adoption of the Lisbon Treaty, but the importance of dialogue, debate and democracy remains. Some of the key beneficiaries of the Europe for Citizens programme have been particularly actively involved at the European level in the plan D process, which has provided good opportunities to transfer knowledge between the two exercises.

Implementation of the "europe for Citizens" Programme


2007 was a year in which a double objective has been met: on the one hand, insuring continuity; on the other hand, launching a new programme which is more coherent and politically more ambitious. Indeed, the "Europe for the citizens" programme with its new features was launched while insuring a smooth transition from the previous programme.
The year 2007 involved also progress in terms of structuring a permanent dialogue with civil society organisations in the field. As a result new visibility and dynamism has been created  around the programme and around the theme "active European citizenship". Consequently first programme impacts have clearly been achieved in 2007 already.
Most of the actions of the programme have been implemented as from this first year on the basis of the programme guide as a "permanent call for proposals" and in some cases by means of specific calls for proposals. In 2007, a total of 2.252 grant applications were received and 1.125 projects/organisations selected. 
Thematically, the focus concentrated on the following issues
: 
-
Intercultural dialogue (718 selected projects);

-
Active European Citizenship, participation and democracy (397 selected projects);

-
Equal opportunities (250 selected projects);

-
Social cohesion (225 selected projects);

-
Sustainable development (196 selected projects).

The focus varied slightly between the different actions and measures: in town twinning the issues of intercultural dialogue scored as highest, for civil society projects the top issue was Active European Citizenship, participation and democracy whilst for remembrance projects the European values came as first.
The above indicates that the thematic priorities are a success in terms of having been taken up by the participants and creating a critical mass of activities around the most topical issues. The networking impact is to be observed in long term.
3.1.
Action 1 – Active Citizens for Europe
Under Action 1, in 2007, the Town Twinning measure was implemented. It consisted of two sub-measures: "Town twinning Citizens' meetings" and "Thematic networking of twinned towns". Furthermore structural support was provided for the Council of European Municipalities and Regions (CEMR) as designated organisation.
· Town twinning Citizens meetings
Town twinning citizens’ meetings consist in bringing together a wide range of citizens and citizens’ groups from twinned towns, taking benefit of the partnership between the municipalities for developing strong, informal and personal relations between their citizens. The meetings combine an informal character emphasizing the "learning by doing" approach with thematic focus according to the programme priorities.
This measure involves many projects and many participants - its impact comes partly through the volume of direct participation of citizens. In 2007, 1.648 applications were introduced and 904 selected (acceptance rate: 55%).

Data presented by the selected beneficiaries show that some 71.000 citizens were expected to move across Europe to participate in a town twinning meeting in another country within the co-financed projects. Beside the mobile participants, many more have been involved as local participants. Indeed according to the project proposals 675.000 citizens altogether were expected to be involved in the selected projects. It is through them all that the programme meets the objective of "bringing together people from local communities across Europe to share and exchange experience, opinions and values". 

France, Germany, Italy, Hungary and Poland are the most active countries to host citizens meetings. The geographic impact of the projects goes however beyond the host country – every project involves citizens from invited town(s) from other country/countries. For this reason one of the quantitative priorities is to encourage more multilateral citizens meetings. The evolution in this respect is positive: in 2007, 46% of the town twinning citizens meetings were multilateral, thus involving at least 3 towns from 3 different countries. The comparative figure in 2006 was 40 %. An other important indicator on the geographic impact of the measure is that in 2007 54% of the projects involved citizens of Member States which have acceded the EU in 2004 or later either. The comparative figure in 2006 was 47%. This marks a clear progress in line with the programme objectives. 
· Thematic networking of twinned towns
A large number of municipalities in Europe are twinned to other towns, which might be themselves twinned to further towns. The measure "thematic networking of twinned towns" aims at using this potential of the networks created by a series of town twinning links for developing thematic cooperation between twinned towns. Such a co-operation enables the participating towns to develop, structure, and strengthen the strategic dimension of town twinning. 
At the level of the Community programme thematic networking is a structuring measure, which extends the dimension of town twinning from people to people meetings to more informed discussions and systematic exchange of good practices.
In 2007, 89 applications were introduced and 52 selected (acceptance rate 58%). It appears that further efforts are needed in view of explaining and developing the potential of the concept together with the potential beneficiaries.
· Structural support for and dialogue with CEMR 
The Council of European Municipalities and Regions – an organisation designated for an operating grant by the Europe for Citizens programme decision – has a privileged position in terms of representing the town twinning movement towards the European Commission. For this reason the Commission holds a regular dialogue with the CEMR to get feedback from the field and to exchange views concerning the future development of the action. In 2007 this dialogue had an additional specific character: the Commission co-operated closely with the CEMR in the context of the Rhodes conference highlighting the launch of the new programme.
3.2.
Action 2 – Active Civil Society in Europe
This action is targeted at civil society, in particular with the objective to foster action, debate and reflection related to European citizenship and democracy, shared values, common history and culture through cooperation amongst civil society organisations at European level. This action consists of 3 measures.
· Structural support for European public policy research organisations (think tanks)
This measure is aimed at strengthening the institutional capacity of European public policy research organisations (think tanks), which are able to provide new ideas and reflections on European issues, on active European citizenship or on European values.
In 2007 think tanks were for the first time supported under a specific measure. Operating grants were awarded for 13 organisations including the Notre Europe and Institut für Europäische Politik, designated in the basic act.  Out of the 13 organisations 11 had already received an operating grant under the previous programme, while two “new” organisations were supported in 2007. This represents a good balance between continuity and openness to newcomers, thus developing and strengthening partnerships while keeping the door open for new organisations. 
For think tanks the participation in the programme was a stimulus to promote wider contacts across Europe, to work on key concepts in the area of active European citizenship such as the role and functioning of the European democratic structure and citizens' participation. 
· Structural support for civil society organisations at European level

This measure provides civil society organisations of European dimension with better capacity and stability to develop their activities at European level. The purpose is to contribute to the emergence of a structured and active civil society at European level.

In 2007, structural support was awarded for 17 civil society organisations at European level including the organisations designated in the basic act, Social Platform, European Movement International and European Council on Refugees and Exiles (ECRE). Also for this measure a balance between continuity and openness was achieved with five newcomers in 2007.
In line with the horizontal nature of the programme the supported organisations cover a wide range of themes and activities. A common feature is that they all work on methodologies to boost citizens' participation in European context. It is thus valuable and essential that the results of their work are shared with other stakeholders in the field. 
In 2007 relatively many applications for operating grants were received from organisations which did not accurately correspond to the profile targeted by the call for proposals. A challenge for the future is therefore to better explain this aspect to all stakeholders. 
· Support for projects initiated by civil society organisations

The aim of this measure is to support cooperation on concrete projects of civil society organisations from different participating countries. A variety of organisations, established at local, regional, national or European level, can be involved.
In 2007, 197 applications were received and 108 projects selected with an acceptance rate of 55%. Geographically, the most active countries are Italy, Belgium, Germany, France and Hungary. The proportion of selected projects from the Member States which have acceded in the EU in 2004or after was  34%. This constitutes an important increase in comparison to the previous year, when the rate was 19%.

Within the new programme the civil society projects entered into a new phase: all projects have a trans-national dimension. This feature underlines the European character of the projects and increases significantly their impact. The new requirement was clearly positively received by the organisations in the field. 

In 2007 many projects included trans-national seminars and conferences initiating reflection and debate on European issues. In view of increasing the impact of the measure, an important challenge for the future is to encourage a bigger variety of projects, including those of concrete productions or realisation as well as those of thematic networking. 
3.3.
Action 3 – Together for Europe
In 2007, special attention was paid to the launching events and communication on the new programme. 
· High visibility events
During the year 2007 two high visibility events were organised.

The launch event of the programme in May in Rhodes/Brussels: 
The launch event was composed by two parallel activities: a round table debate in Brussels and a conference in Rhodes organized by CEMR assembling some 500 participants from the town-twinning field. 

In Brussels, a discussion involving Commissioner Figel and high profile political personalities focused around the main 4 objectives of active citizenship, namely participation, identity, ownership of the EU, tolerance and mutual understanding. In Rhodes, the conference focused on the future challenges and opportunities in the field of town twinning including the new possibilities to co-operate with the civil society organisations in the framework of the Europe for Citizens programme.
The two events were connected for 15 minutes through a satellite conference, which created a symbolic momentum highlighting the political importance of the launch of the new programme.

The "Europe for Citizens" Forum 2007 and Golden Stars Awards: 
The annual Europe for Citizens forum was organised in November 2007 in Brussels under the title: "Europe for Citizens forum – together for intercultural dialogue". The presence of approximately 350 participants, the vivid interest shown for the theme and the very active interaction between participants and speakers confirmed the choice to build this annual event around themes of the moment. 
The exhibition on the 10 Golden Stars projects and the award ceremony offered additional possibilities for networking. Broad media coverage – in 13 Member States – was achieved through the presence of press linked to the Golden Star winners. 

· Information and dissemination tools
As 2007 was the first year of the programme, it was especially important to give a proper place to information and dissemination tools. The following were made available in the course of that year:
- Promotional/Information material: 

Posters (multilingual); leaflets on the "Europe for Citizens" Programme (EN, FR, DE - all languages will be covered in the future); postcards on the "Europe for Citizens" Programme (EN, FR, DE - all languages will be covered in the future); pens, bloc-notes, post-it, page-markers….

- Brochures: 

Production of the "Thematic networking of twinned towns" brochure (available in EN, FR, DE, IT, ES, PL) 

Production of the "Golden stars 2007" brochure (EN, with FR, DE, IT, ES, PL language versions available soon).

- Multimedia:

Reproduction of the DVD "Two ways to town-twinning" and insertion of pedagogical questions in the leaflet to the attention of trainers, teachers, etc.

Foreseen: creation of two DVD to illustrate Actions 2 and 4 of the Programme (available in October 2008); Reproduction of the "Europe for Citizens" video-clip DVD (available in EN only)

- Internet:

Revamping of the Citizenship website, the new version of which will be online beginning of June 2008.

Operating grants were awarded to three designated organisations: Association Jean Monnet, Centre Européen Robert Schuman and EUNET (Maisons de l'Europe) which are mainly dedicated to the promotion and visibility of the EU.
· Contact points in Member States and other countries taking part in the "Europe for Citizens" programme
In the framework of the "Europe for Citizens" programme Committee of January 2007, a first discussion took place on the issue of dissemination of information on the programme in the Member States and other countries taking part in the programme. 
During the year 2007 further reflections and preparatory work took place and some Member States designated their structures formally for this function. As of the year 2008 the contact points will be co-financed by the programme under the action 3.
These structures are to be contact points for relevant information multipliers, for potential programme beneficiaries, and for the general public. They should play an intermediary role between these stakeholders and the European Commission. Their main tasks will be to mobilise relevant organisations to promote the programme, to facilitate participation in the programme by the widest array of potential candidates, to ensure wide publicity as regards the programme to the general public, and to provide regular feedback from the field to the European Commission.
3.4.
Action 4 – Active European Remembrance
The Action 4, "Active European Remembrance", is a new action within the "Europe for Citizens" programme which targets non-profit making organisations engaged in keeping alive the memory of the victims of Nazism and Stalinism and in preserving the main sites, memorials, former extermination sites and archives documenting these events.

For the period 2004 and 2006, this action was part of the community action plan for the promotion of the active bodies at the European level in the field of the culture (Line: 15 04 01 02 - DECISION N° 792/2004/CE - Decision of the European Parliament and the Council of 21/04/04). It supported only actions related to Nazism.

The inclusion into the "Europe for Citizens" programme was accompanied by a thematic enlargement to Stalinism. This new thematic scope involves an openness regarding the historical period covered. 
A new emphasis has also been placed on the way projects relate to the preservation of the memory of the past. The "Europe for Citizens" programme puts the accent on the active European citizenship aspect and on the debate on the future of the EU.
In 2007, 126 applications were received and 36 projects selected (acceptance rate 28%). In terms of the number of applications, Germany, Italy, Poland, France and Hungary are the most active countries.
The Action 4 was prominent for the very high quality of the applications received, as noted by the expert evaluators, and it was deemed to provide a very good fit with the programme. Thematically the selected projects relate fruitfully to the programme's objectives of "fostering action, debate related to European citizenship and democracy, shared values" and of "bringing Europe closer to its citizens by promoting Europe's values".
	4.
Horizontal issues


4.1.
Structured dialogue with the civil society organisations
Since the consultation phase leading to the Commission's proposal for the current 2Europe for Citizens" programme in spring 2005 the Commission has been in a continuous dialogue with the main stakeholders in the field on the programme implementation and on topical policy issues. 

In 2007 this dialogue was continued with a general meeting involving the main stakeholders of the programme (so called "Active European Citizenship Group”), and three specific meetings in the area of action 1. The dialogue became more structured and systematic and informal terms of references on the mandate, composition and working method were prepared for the “Active European Citizenship Group”. In addition to the programme implementation, particularly the issue of the European Year of Intercultural Dialogue was addressed in 2007.
4.2.
Dissemination and exploitation of results

The "Europe for Citizens" programme draws particular attention to the issue of dissemination and exploitation of results (valorisation). The main goal is to strengthen the impact of the programme on the citizens, on civil society and on national and European policies in the area of citizenship. The valorisation strategy initiated in 2007 was threefold:
  Each project supported by this Programme should make the necessary efforts for ensuring its valorisation. The aspect of dissemination and exploitation has been integrated in the evaluation criteria of applications in all actions and this issue is verified also during the analysis of the final reports.
  Structuring projects consist especially of strengthening of existing European networks and thematic co-operation or establishing measures supporting such networking across Europe. This approach was integrated in all measures in 2007.

  At programme level, the exploitation and dissemination strategy includes use of the internet sites, publications as well as the use of external media particularly at the occasion of high visibility events. These events are also of particular importance for bringing the results of the programme on the inter-institutional European agenda.
4.3.
Monitoring and Evaluation
Since the start of the programme implementation in 2007, project monitoring has been effected through monitoring visits carried out by the Executive Agency on the field.
The Commission carried out an exploratory exercise to develop of a system measuring the annual impact of activities supported by the programme. To this aim a survey was done targeting the very first projects of the new programme: the first phase of town twinning citizens' meetings in 2007.  

Specifically, the aim was to assess whether the participation in the tow twinning activities have – in accordance with the programme objectives - an impact at the level of participants in terms of feeling more European, feeling more tolerant and feeling greater sense of solidarity. 
The key findings are as follows:

Feeling more European:
The survey results provide a clear evidence of an important increase of feeling European as an impact of participating in activities supported by the programme.

Feeling a greater sense of solidarity:
Similarly the results provide evidence of an important increase of feeling a sense of solidarity as an impact of participating in activities supported by the programme.

Feeling more tolerant:
Tolerance appeared to be clearly more complicated phenomena to measure. However, the survey provided evidence of a positive shift in feeling more tolerant as a result of participating in the programme activities

A preliminary conclusion can be drawn that participation in the programme activities – in this case town twinning citizens meetings - has a positive impact on the project beneficiaries in line with the programme objectives. Further evidence is however needed to analyse this in more details and to extend this conclusion to all the actions of the programme.
4.4.
Programme management
The Europe for Citizens programme is centrally managed by the European Commission, mainly through the Executive Agency. The available budget was committed to the level of 99 % in line with the budget presented to the programme committee within the 2007 work plan. 
The programme management is particularly demanding due to the nature of the programme: it mobilises through a variety of projects many small organisations from national regional and local level. This requires smooth and simple procedures and easily accessible information on grant award systems. This character of the programme presented also a challenge to the launch of the new programme. However, the passage from the previous to the new programme went rather smoothly without any major difficulties. 
The new "implementation design" with the programme guide as a core stone was well received by the beneficiaries. The programme guide, which covers the whole programme period 2007-2013, provides the potential applicants with complete information on the programme objectives, on the characters of the different measures, on the grant procedures and on time-tables. The guide has clearly strengthened the identity and internal coherence of the programme.
The Executive Agency was able to handle the selections, grant decisions and payments without any major delays. Important simplification measures were implemented in 2007: the grant agreements were replaced by grant decisions, the use of flat rate systems was extended to new project categories, the on-line applications were introduced on experimental basis for the town twinning citizens meetings. A horizontal exercise to simplify the applications forms for all programmes was launched. However, the programme management remains vulnerable and cost intensive due to the high work load. Consequently further measures to simplify and structure the programme implementation are already in preparation. 

According to Article 9 of the Decision establishing the programme, the Commission is assisted, for the implementation of the programme, by a committee comprising representatives of the Member states and of other participating countries. 

In 2007, the committee met three times:

-
In January to adopt its rules of procedures and to give an opinion on the 2007 work programme;

-
In April to deliberate on grants awarded within the categories referred to in the Article 9.2.d;

-
In October to give an opinion on the work programme for the year 2008.

The programme committee has provided an important input in the strategic development of the programme and its implementation. Particularly the establishment of the national information structures for the programme was result of an initiative taken by the Member States within the programme committee. 

As of June 2007 the programme committee was also consulted in written procedure under the advisory procedure on all other grant selections that those referred to in the Article 9.2.d of the programme decision. This unforeseen procedure, even if done within the shortened deadlines, caused delays is final grant selections and the publications of the related lists. The Commission has proposed a technical change to the basic act in order to limit the consultation of the programme committee to those selections referred to in the Article 9.2.d of the programme decision.

	5.
Conclusions


The year 2007 was a successful launch of the Europe for Citizens programme. The new programme with more ambitious goals was positively received by potential beneficiaries. The closer involvement of the participating countries through the programme committee has created new dynamism and new opportunities.
The most important features and challenges for the future development are the following:

- the programme implementation will reach its full range in course of the years 2008 and 2009

- to increase the impact of the programme more structuring measures nee to be developed and  the emphasis given to exploitation and dissemination of the results must be further strengthened
- the simplification must go further in order to guarantee easy procedures for the beneficiaries and to limit administrative costs

- support measures will be needed in order to develop the quality of the projects. The Europe for Citizens points in the participating countries will have a key role to play in this respect.
