2. Main areas of responsibility:

Grade A seconded national expert to work in the team responsible for collection, validation and dissemination of fisheries data.

The team, covering the fisheries statistics, is seeking an expert who contributes to the collection, validation and dissemination of fishery statistics involving the data transmitted by the Member States. The programme of fishery statistics will cover the continued implementation of the existing legislation, including catches, landings and aquaculture statistics, but also the development of socio-economic indicators and of sustainable indicators, employment data and the development of supply balance sheets for fishery products. These tasks will be performed in accordance with priorities decided in agreement with the hierarchy and responsible for coordinating these activities. The work involves close cooperation with other Eurostat units, national administrations (national statistical offices and ministries), other Commission services (mainly DG MARE) and international organisations.

The selected candidate will need to have solid training and/or experience in statistics as well as to be keen to work on fishery statistics.
He should also be prepared to deal with questions and to carry out duties in connection with the processing of the data received from the Member States.
He should be able to work independently, with a high degree of responsibility.
