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City Diplomacy in China

City diplomacy, in particular city twinning, has
been well-recognised in Chinese literature.
Most prominently and recently, the “City
Diplomacy Taskforce” of the Shanghai
Institutes for International Studies (SIIS)
published “A Research Report on the Vitality
Index of Chinese Cities in International
Communication” in July 2015. It proposed
“four pillars” of city diplomacy in China: (1)
identity; (2) leadership—the decision-making
mechanism of foreign affairs at the local level,
and the coordination mechanism between the
central and local governments in foreign
affairs; (3) policy issues; and (4) diplomatic
channels. In general, the Chinese literature on
city diplomacy is now well developed, and
defines city diplomacy as a tool to attain
national diplomatic goals, such as Xiong Wei
and Wang Jing’s City Diplomacy: A Theoretical
Debate and the Features in Practice, city
diplomacy should only focus on non-
sovereign issues and communication only
with the authorisation and mandate from the
central government. A case in point is the
sister-city relationship between Tianjin and
Kobe. As the first pair of sister cities in China,
it served to foster the newly-established
diplomatic ties between China and Japan in
the 1970s. As Zhao Kejin and Chen Wei
argued in City Diplomacy: The Role of Global

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only focus on non-sovereign issues and
communication only with the authorisation
and mandate from the central government.
Chinese cities seem, not just comparatively,
structurally well equipped for city diplomacy.
All Chinese cities have a “Foreign Affairs
Office” to coordinate their sister-city
programmes. Having a highly centralised
political system and strong emphasis on
national sovereignty, it is impossible for them
to have physical offices abroad. Hong Kong
and Macau, being “Special Administrative
Regions,” are the only exceptions. Hong Kong
has 12 “Economic and Trade Offices” around
the world, including London. In general, these
offices engage with the national governments
and focus on bilateral trade. Both cities do not
have a dedicated office to coordinate city
diplomacy. At the national level, all 656
Chinese cities are ex-official members of the
state-organised  “China  Association of
Mayors.” The Association assists Chinese
cities in networking with their foreign
counterparts. Chinese cities are nonetheless
particularly active in city twinning. In general,

they have forged ties with 20 to 30 foreign
cities. Beijing and Shanghai stand out with 47
and 61 pairs of sister cities respectively. Hong
Kong is the only exception without any sister
cities. Being an independent member in a
number of international organisations, such
as ADB, APEC and WTO, the city usually
engages with national rather than municipal
governments, from bilateral trade to policy
learning.

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However, the majority of the sister-city
relationships remain for the most part of
symbolic nature. In most cases, apart from
occasional visits, limited information was
found on active and ongoing cooperation
between Chinese cities and their foreign
counterparts. Many of them forged these ties
just for the sake of expanding their
“friendships” around the world. While this
might partly be a function of available
information, lack of clear evidence speaks to
the often latent nature of city twinning. Of
course, we wish not to underplay the potential
influence of city networking per se. Rather,
networking via twinning still seems to offer
important international bridging functions.
Guangzhou and Bristol are working together
on a “smart city” programme. Overall, city
twinning does offer important chances for
transnational cooperation. Recent research on
medium-sized Chinese cities, has shown that
on an aggregate, and so long as twinnings are
well maintained, they can have practical
benefits for urban economies. These
twinnings are made not in the spirit of
symbolic markers of international cooperation
as characterized sistering relationships in the
past, but rather as an international channel
through which citizens could derive practical

(mostly economic) benefit. City twinning, in
this case, can have important impact in
directing entrepreneurial collaborations and
the cities act as a ‘mediator’ helping to
introduce local businesses to distributors

The 5th Meeting of the Approval

Cooperation

Hungary organised for the 5th time the
annual meeting of the Approval Authorities of
the European Grouping of Territorial
Cooperation (EGTC), this time jointly with the
Istvan Palfi award granting ceremony in
remembrance of the late Hungarian Member
of the European Parliament. The event was
hosted by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and
Trade of Hungary on 22-23 September 2016.
In the frame of the conference decision-
makers and experts looked at how the
connectivity and accessibility of the cross-
border areas and regions can be enhanced.
Deputy State Secretary for Transport dr.
Laszl6 Mosoczi, representing the Ministry of
National  Development introduced the
Hungarian transport development strategy
from a cross-border perspective. Mag. Peter
Zinggl gave a review of the already
accomplished as well as the jointly planned
cross-border infrastructure developments
between Burgenland and Hungary. These
developments are significant examples of
best practices in the field of cross-border
cooperation. The next agenda item was to
introduce EGTCs as tools of enhancing
mobility, accessibility and connectivity.

The SCENT project will alleviate this barrier. It
will enable citizens to become the ‘eyes’ of
the policy makers by monitoring land-
cover/use changes in their everyday activities.
This is done through a constellation of smart
collaborative technologies delivered by the
SCENT toolbox in TRLs 6-8: i) low-cost and
portable data collection tools, ii) an innovative
crowd-sourcing platform, iii) serious gaming
applications for a large-scale image collection
and semantic annotation, iv) a powerful
machine-learning based intelligence engine
for image and text classification, v) an
authoring tool for an easy customization by
policy makers, vi) numerical models for
mapping land-cover changes to quantifiable
impact on flood risks and vii) a harmonization
platform, consolidating data and adding it to
GEOSS and national repositories as OGC-
based observations.

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(b) Developing a global, harmonised definition
of cities

To compare data, to benchmark and to
monitor better, a common definition of cities
should be wused across the globe. In
partnership with the OECD and the World
Bank, the EU will develop such a definition,
relying on the EU-OECD definition of cities,
based on population size and density and the
EU degree of urbanisation. An online database
will be developed, as well as a global list of
cities and their main features. A proposal for
a global definition of cities will eventually be
submitted to the United Nations.

(c) Fostering cooperation between cities in the
field of sustainable urban development

Drawing on the solid approach of the EU-
funded URBACT network and on the
methodology of the EU's International Urban
Cooperation (lUC) programme, cities across
the world will be encouraged to link up with
one or more parther cities to develop and
implement local action plans and projects on

common priorities - access to water,
transport systems, health or housing.
Business  partners should be closely

associated in the drafting and implementation
of these action plans. An online networking
platform will provide guidance and enable
cross-regional cooperation.

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Cohesion Policy at work: key
outcomes of EU investments in 2007-
2013

The European Commission has released the
findings of an independent evaluation of EU
investments done in the 2007-2013 period,
with specific reports for each Member State.
This evaluation highlights the added value of
Cohesion Policy, while feeding into the
reflection on the future EU budget after 2020.

One million jobs created, corresponding to
one-third of overall net job creation across
the EU during this period and €2.74 of
additional GDP for every euro of Cohesion
Policy money invested, meaning an estimated
return of €1 trillion of additional GDP by 2023
- these are the key results of the evaluation of
the 2007-2013 period. The policy has
benefitted the economies of all EU Member
States and supported them during difficult
economic times. It has invested in nearly
400,000 SMEs and start-ups and has been a
pillar of the EU's growth and jobs agenda. The
evaluation indicates that targets and focus on
results can be strengthened. This has been
addressed in the 2014-2020 reform, with the
introduction of specific objectives per
programme.

International Urban Cooperation (IUC)

Cities are growing and changing so fast that
many authorities are struggling to cope. More
people can mean more economic activity and
wealth, but it can also mean added strain on
energy, water, health, transport and housing
facilities. All this, in turn, puts pressure on
the environment, and more widely on climate
change. This is why the European Union is
launching a three-year programme to
promote international urban cooperation.
Europe’s cities want to link up, build and
share knowledge and solutions with other
cities and regions. In this first phase of a
long-term strategy of fostering urban
diplomacy - a vehicle of EU external relations
- the IUC boosts sectoral, transversal and
international urban cooperation and exchange
with key city partners (public and private) in
Asia and the Americas (box).

With a budget of over EUR 20 million, IUC
activities support Habitat Ill goals as well as
the Paris COP 21 declaration and the
Sustainable Development Goals. The IUC will
build on existing cooperation through: City-
to-city cooperation on sustainable urban
development; Sub-national action under the
Global Covenant of Mayors initiative; Inter-
regional cooperation on innovation for local
and regional development.

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Stockholm Region invests in
sustainable urban development

The Stockholm Region is Europe's fastest
growing metropolitan and capital region. Over
the last decade, the county’s population has
increased annually by 35000 to 40 000
people. To meet the needs of this growing
population, the Stockholm Region must build
16 000 new homes each year, a challenge it
wants to take as an opportunity to promote

sustainable urban development.

To accomplish this, it is using Structural
Funds to invest in a green, healthy, smart,
attractive and inclusive city. The region has
recently decided to invest in two development
projects to a total of SEK 120 million to
reinforce sustainable housebuilding: ‘Gron
BoStad Stockholm’ and ‘Sverige bygger
nytt’. These two projects, half of which is
financed by the European Regional
Development Fund and European Social Fund,
concern key elements of sustainable urban
development. The Stockholm Region aims to
benefit from the expertise found in
environmental technology companies and to
promote innovation and sustainable growth.
Furthermore, it believes there is untapped
potential for labour among recently arrived
immigrants and non-native citizens, which
the growing construction sector should take
advantage of.

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Through the Grén BoStad Stockholm project,
the Royal Institute of Technology, among
others, will develop test beds for innovation
in environmental technology companies. The
objective is to create openings for the
development and use of new energy efficiency
and low-carbon technology in construction
projects in Stockholm County’s municipalities.
Efforts will both involve and strengthen the
environmental technology sector, as well as
engaging clients, such as municipalities,
district administrations and property owners,
etc., and helping to raise awareness in the
area. In the Sverige bygger nytt project, the
Swedish Public Employment Service, together
with several municipalities, district
administrations, industry associations and
trade unions, will promote wider recruitment
and strengthen the provision and matching of
skills in the construction sector by making
use of the competences of recently arrived
immigrants and non-native citizens. Work on
core values, validation of skills, language
support and workplace-based learning will be

strengthened and better matched with jobs in
occupations  facing
construction sector.

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Development projects underline the desire in
the Stockholm Region that the European
Structural and Investment Funds should
contribute to coherent strategic initiatives.

This new governance model means that
Cohesion Policy is more closely linked to
overall regional growth policy and its
resources in the county, and contributes to
greater interaction and support among
regional players to create coherent strategic
initiatives whereby they take both the
initiative and ownership of their efforts. In
this way, although the Structural Funds’
budget in the Stockholm Region is among the
lowest in Europe, the region will still be able
to launch and implement large and important
projects.

The City Mayors Foundation, the organiser of
the biennial World Mayor Project, will also
consider a mayor for the Prize whose
community has shown exceptional resilience
during the recent arrivals from desaster-torn
regions of the world. The shortlist for the
2016 World Mayor Prize, which was released
on 20 October, includes 15 mayors (including
the Mayors of Athens and Lesbos, Mr. G.
Kaminis and Mr. S. Galinos respectively) who,
together with their communities, have made

exceptional efforts to welcome refugees and
integrate migrants. Some mayors represent
cities that have suffered immeasurable
damage during the current conflict in the
Middle East. They have provided emergency
assistance to displaced men, women and
children and initiated longterm programmes
to integrate newcomers into civic society.
Many mayors have also repeatedly stressed
the contributions immigrants have made to
their cities. The winner of the 2016 World
Mayor Prize and other results will be
announced by the end of January 2017.

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Policy options to set minimum quality
requirements for reused water in the
EU

Europe's freshwater resources are under
increasing stress, with a worrying mismatch
between demand for, and availability of, water
resources across both temporal and
geographical (spatial) scales. Water stress is
an issue for arid regions with low rainfall and
high population density, but also for
temperate areas with intense agricultural,
tourism and industrial activities. Europe’s
ability to respond to the increasing risks of
water scarcity and drought could be enhanced
by wider reuse of treated wastewater for
agricultural, industrial and urban uses in
particular. The opportunity to take action at
EU level with a view to increasing water reuse
was identified in the 2012 Commission
Communication "A Blueprint to Safeguard
Europe's Water Resources". On 2 December
2015, the European Commission presented
the new circular economy package. One of
these actions is to table in 2017 a legislative
proposal on minimum requirements for
reused water for irrigation and groundwater
recharge. This internet-based consultation is
part of the European Commission's efforts to
understand the citizens' and stakeholders'
views on the need for and possible range of
measures which could be undertaken in order
to foster safe water reuse solutions. The
results will be used as an input for the
preparation of the Impact Assessment.

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A Guide for smart city success

According to a recent study commissioned by
Nokia, there are ree distinct 'routes' that cities
are taking to make themselves smarter. The
'anchor' route involves a city deploying a
single application to address a pressing
problem such as traffic congestion, and then
adding other applications over time. The
'platform' route involves building the
underlying infrastructure needed to support a
wide variety of smart applications and
services. 'Beta Cities', by contrast, try out
multiple applications as pilots to see how they

perform before making long-term

deployment decisions.

While the study found significant differences
between cities, even amongst those cities
following the same route, it also concluded
that there are several particular practices used
by successful smart cities that would appear
to be of universal benefit, including:

e Successful cities have established
open and transparent rules for the use
of data (on which all smart cities are
dependent) by
departments and third  parties,

effective, most notably those where
the benefits are highly visible such as
smart lighting and smart parking.

e Smart city infrastructure needs to be
scalable so it can grow and evolve to
meet future needs, and secure to
provide certainty that both
government and private data are
protected.

e Cities that select technology partners
that can provide the innovation
capacity, ability to invest and real-
world experience, along with
technology platforms that are open to
avoid vendor lock-in, will be at an
advantage.

2050[1], making it critical for governments
and other stakeholders to put strategies in
place to more effectively meet the needs of
their growing populations. Intelligent ICT and
loT platforms have essential roles to play in
the evolution of smart cities.

The meeting will
pay particular attention to how regions and
cities can help Libya's cities provide public
services despite the on-going political crisis
in the country. The last ARLEM plenary
session, held in Nicosia in January 2015, led
to an initiative - funded by the EU - to share
knowledge and experience to Libya's local and
regional authorities.

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In the past year, the initiative has focused on
the management of water, waste, primary
health care, and finances, as well as general
administrative skills, with Libyan politicians
and officials making study visits to Nicosia
(Cyprus), Flanders (Belgium), Murcia (Spain),
Vila Real (Portugal) and Malta. In Libya, the
mayor of Tripoli, Abdelrauf Beitelmal, has
been the driving force behind the
cooperation, which Federica Mogherini, the
EU's foreign-policy chief, has described as an
example of "city diplomacy at its best".

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Already €130 billion delivered into
Europe's real economy under the
European Structural and Investment
Funds

For the first time, the Commission issued a
progress report covering the five Funds. It
shows a sharp acceleration in investments

over the last months, with an implementation
expected to reach cruising speed in 2017.

By the end of 2015, 274 000 businesses had

already received support under the 2014-
2020 European Structural and Investment (ESI)
Funds; 2.7 million people already had
benefitted from assistance in finding a job or
developing skills; the biodiversity of 11
million hectares of agricultural land was
improved and one million EU-funded projects
were selected, for a total value of almost €60
billion. This figure has doubled over nine
months, and by the autumn of 2016, almost
€130 billion - 20% of the total ESI Funds
envelope - had been invested in small
businesses, research, broadband, energy
efficiency and thousands of other projects
focusing on the priorities of the EU's growth
and jobs strategy. In line with the objectives
of the Investment Plan, the aim of doubling
the use of financial instruments in ESI Funds

investments was almost reached at the end of
2015.

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In parallel to the first projects seeing light of
day, the first two years of the 2014-2020
period were used by Member States to set the
right conditions to ensure quality and sound
investments, under the new provisions of the
funds' common framework. For example they
had to put in place investment strategies and
ensure full compliance with EU standards
across a variety of sectors - transport,
innovation, digital technologies, waste and
water management - to
investment-friendly environment. The
benefits of these requirements go beyond the
realm of ESI Funds investments and positively
impact quality of life in the EU. For instance,
Iltaly adopted a national strategy on
broadband aligned with EU 2020 targets and
aiming to reduce the digital gap.

The 2017 EU Citizenship Report sets out the
Commission's priorities in further raising
awareness of these rights and making them
easier to use in practice.

The report is based on input from citizens
through surveys and a public consultation,
and focuses on four areas: 1) promoting EU
citizenship rights and EU common values; 2)
increasing citizens' participation in the
democratic life of the EU; 3) simplifying EU
citizens' daily lives; 4) strengthening security
and promoting equality.

In order to achieve these goals the
Commission will take a number of actions,
including:

e Organising an EU-wide information
campaign on EU citizenship rights,
to help citizens better understand
their rights.

e Strengthening voluntary
engagement: The Commission wants
to create more opportunities for
young people in Europe to make a
meaningful contribution to society
and show solidarity. The European
Solidarity Corps, launched on 7
December 2016, gives young people
the opportunity to gain valuable
experience while showing solidarity
to those in need.

e Proposing a ‘Single Digital Gateway'
to give citizens easy online access to
information, assistance and

problem-solving services on a wide

range of administrative questions.

Any person who holds the nationality of an EU
Member State is also an EU citizen. EU
citizenship does not replace national
citizenship, but complements it. It is a
valuable status which gives citizens many
freedoms such as free movement, consular
protection, and the right to vote and stand as
candidates in municipal and European
Parliament elections wherever they live in the
European Union. The European Commission
guarantees that rights associated with EU
citizenship are a reality for citizens. Since
2010, it reports every three years on the main
initiatives taken to promote and strengthen
European citizenship. The reports are based
on feedback from citizens, from petitions
submitted, and from direct dialogues that
Commissioners have with citizens. In 2015,
the Commission carried out a public
consultation and two surveys, which focused
on EU citizenship and on electoral rights, to
feed into the 2017 EU Citizenship Report.

Common cross-cutting issues relevant for all
four strategies are addressed in the report,
regardless of their degree of maturity (e.g.
policy making and planning, governance,
monitoring and evaluation, funding and
communication). Key results and challenges

for each macro-regional strategy are
presented in specific sections.

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Revitalization of Lower Town District
in Gdansk

The revitalisation of the Lower Town district, a
historical district of the city of Gdansk
included investments in infrastructure and
social fabric as well as social and cultural
activities to tackle the specific problems in
this area. All operations were aimed at
fighting against social exclusion, with some
activities focusing more particularly on
children and young people from
disadvantaged families, and others directly at
their parents. In order to meet their needs,
local citizens were involved from an early
stage, and a multilevel partnership was
created by the City of Gdansk with local
organisations such as the Laznia Centre for
Contemporary Art, which intensified its
cultural work combined with social activities
to encourage active participation from the
residents. Through the project, 33 facilities
underwent revitalisation efforts, and a total
area of 22 564m?2 was renovated. There were
210 social inclusion programmes in which
9463 people participated and 5 new jobs were
created at the city's children day care centre.
This project is the "CityStar" 2016 Awards
winner.

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Baltic Sea Region looks
to future trends and challenges

The 7th Strategy Forum, entitled ‘One
Region, One Future - Vision 2030 for the
Baltic Sea Region’ , which took place in
Stockholm, Sweden, considered how future
trends and challenges can be met through
macro-regional cooperation. The updated
Baltic Sea Region Territorial Monitoring
System demonstrated the changing nature of
existing disparities. At a national level, the
east-west economic divide in the Baltic Sea
Region is closing. At the same time, all
countries are experiencing increased
polarisation at sub-national level. The
sharpest divide today can be found within
social development. The financial crisis also

appears to have hit rural areas harder than

other types of regions.

The result is an increasing concentration of
production, jobs and people in the urban
areas of the Baltic Sea region. Furthermore,
the report points to major environmental
challenges, such as air quality in the cities
and eutrophication levels in the Baltic Sea.

95% of the world's olive oil is produced in the
Mediterranean and mainly in Greece,
Peloponnese which produces 65% of Greek
olive oil, Italian regions of Sicily, Calabria and
Puglia and Andalusia in Spain, the biggest
olive growing area on the planet. The main
common challenge for all participating
countries in the project is that the average
price of olive oil is low in comparison to the
production cost and moreover there is a
strong competition with the non-
Mediterranean seed oil sector. The producers
in the Mediterranean are pressed either to
reduce the cost of production or to increase
the value or the demand for olive oil in the
international market in order to maintain the
viability and sustainability of the olive tree
cultivation and the olive oil production.

RERUM aimed to develop, evaluate, and trial
an architectural framework for dependable,
reliable, and secure
heterogeneous smart objects supporting
innovative Smart City applications.

RERUM’s most important activities is the
execution of trials in two large-scale real-
world environments in the two participating
Smart Cities, i.e. Municipalities of Heraklion
(Greece) and Taragona (Spain). The novel idea
in RERUM was to split the trials in two phases.
During each of the two phases, the cities
executed different use-cases (both indoors
and outdoors). For example, at phase 1
Heraklion executed UC-0O1 and UC-I1 while
Tarragona executed UC-02 and UC-I2 and
the reverse in phase 2 (see figure).

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European Parliament Approves its
Position on
the Europe for Citizens Programme

In its last mini-plenary sitting in Brussels on 2
March 2017, the European Parliament
adopted its position on the Europe for
Citizens Programme, by voting in favour of
the report prepared by the CULT committee,
with 470 votes in favour, 132 against and 37
abstentions. The adopted report, which
follows a series of consultations with civil
organisations programme
beneficiaries, acknowledges the high impact

society and

and quality of the projects funded by this

programme and calls for a substantial

increase in its funding allocation in order to
improve its current low success rate and
ensure that more high quality projects can be

funded.

Concretely, the report calls the
Commission, the Council and Member States
to consider a financial envelope of EUR 500
million under the next Multi-Annual Financial
Framework, which would only represent EUR
1 per citizen, up from the current EUR 185
million. The report further highlights
the potential synergies between this

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Culture and Local Development-Part Il

The recent (2015) expansion of the Asturias’
museum in Spain has enhanced the region’s
cultural heritage, education and training. The
main management objectives achieved during
this time were the development and
inauguration of the museum expansion, the
reassembling of the collections, and the
reopening of the other two historic buildings
that are part of the complex. In addition, a
systematic and continuous programme of
exhibits over that time enabled the museum
to welcome 90 000 visitors a year. In addition,
awareness has been raised through the use of
new technologies and social media, which is
something the museum had long delayed
doing. With the inauguration of the
enlargement and the reopening of the
museum’ s historical buildings in recent
times, it has been possible to visualise and
improve, both quantitatively and qualitatively,
the presentation of the collections and
increase the number of expository, scientific
and educational activities. The decision to
launch the expansion project was basically
motivated by the need to increase the space
at the museum, both to expose a greater
number of works of art, which until then had
had to be kept in storage, as well as to have
new storage areas, as the previous facilities

The project was financed by the regional
government and through the European
Regional Development Funds, which
contributed a very large par t of it through the
‘Asturias’ Operational Programme for the
2007-2013 programming period. It should
also be remembered that the inauguration in
2015 is only the first phase of an ongoing
project that has yet to be completed with the
realisation of phase Il. In 2013, the museum
was experiencing a sharp decline in the
number of visitors, which at that time was
around 45.000.

That figure is 15.000 less than the museum
used to attract, on average, during its best
years. The expansion was inaugurated in
March 2015, and that year the museum
recorded 85.000 visitors. There is no doubt
that the expansion, with the greater cultural
and educational activity that it generated, was
a powerful engine for consolidating old
audiences and attracting new ones. In 2016,
the museum welcomed 90.000 visitors.

EGTC Monitoring Report 2016

The EGTC monitoring report is part of the
regular monitoring exercise of the European
Committee of the Regions on the annual
progress and development of the European
Grouping of Territorial Cooperation (EGTC)
instrument. The review of the national
legislation in order to implement the
European EGTC regulation in national law
shows that all Member States (MS) have
adopted the European Union (EU) Regulation,
but only a few of them have renewed their
national provisions after the amendment of
the EGTC regulation in 2013. Concerns are
raised that if the Schengen crisis is prolonged
or border controls are extended or

implemented more strictly and extensively,
this could have a serious impact on several
EGTCs. The variety of types of EGTCs in terms
of their geographic location, players involved,
topics covered and type of tasks has
increased considerably over recent vyears.
However, EGTCs still remain fairly
concentrated in specific European border
areas, with a few MS not involved in any
EGTCs. The number of EGTCs that include
members from non-EU MS is still low but has
been rising considerably. This regards mostly
members from Switzerland. The membership
of some EGTCs has changed since the last
monitoring report, with a few EGTCs losing
members and more EGTCs gaining members.

Compared with previous years, EGTCs have,
on average, grown somewhat in the size of
their staff and budgets. Funding for the
majority of EGTCs depends on membership
fees, which are augmented by either national
and/or international resources. EGTCs benefit
from a variety of programmes other than ETC,
including, for example, other European
Structural and Investment Funds (ESIF),
Horizon 2020, LIFE, Connecting Europe
Facility (CEF), Erasmus and Europe for
Citizens. In relation to the fields of activity of
the European Committee of the Regions (CoR)
Commission, the ones most frequently cited
by EGTCs are tourism, culture and sports,
transport and environment. Two EGTCs have
been involved in the implementation of
Research and Innovation Strategies for Smart
Specialisation (RIS3) in 2016. One of them is
directly related to a cross-border RIS3.
Application of the EGTC instrument is very
dynamic. As of the end of 2016, 65 EGTCs
exist, five of which were founded during
2016. Every year new EGTCs are constituted.
Prospective EGTC members can be found all
across the EU and once established, they will
contribute to even further widening the

variety of fields of actions and regions
involved in EGTCs.

The ITS Directive provides the legal
framework to support the coordinated and
coherent deployment and use of Intelligent
Transport Systems (ITS) within the European
Union, in particular across borders. It defines
four priority areas for ITS development and
deployment. In these priority areas, the
Directive provides for the development of
legally binding specifications for
interoperability and continuity through
delegated acts, as well as for the
development, where appropriate, of necessary
standards. It also provides for the adoption of
guidelines and other non-binding measures
by the Commission. The Commission is
currently carrying out an evaluation of the
Directive to assess to which extent the ITS
Directive contributed to the faster and more
coordinated deployment of ITS as well as the
better functioning of the road transport
system and its interfaces with other modes of
transport. As part of the evaluation process,
the Commission is carrying out this public
consultation.

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In addition to these there are two streams of
work that deal with freight and urban goods,
and improving the efficiency and safety of
individual motorised modes in which electric
mobility is key: giving priority to those using
technologies that reduce energy consumption
and CO2 emissions. Barcelona is committed
to move towards the electrification of all
motorised modes of transport where this is
feasible, and is firstly intensifying its actions
towards certain motorised modes: Taxis,
urban buses and other fleets of vehicles;

Within the framework of Strand 2 Measure 2.1
"Town Twinning", the EACEA - Unit C1 Europe
for Citizens received 482 grant requests. All
applications were considered as eligible but
only 134 were selected - those whose scoring
was equal or higher to 71/100 points - for a
total commitment of 2.309.000€. The
geographical spread of the selected projects
shows that 20 countries were represented as
beneficiary. It is important to note that within
this selection the programme priority debate
on the future of Furope met particular interest
among programme promoters and was
addressed together with the analysis of
causes of euroscepticism and the rise of
populist movements.

"European Remembrance", the EACEA - Unit
C1 Europe for Citizens received 286 eligible
grant requests but only 39 were selected -
those whose scoring was equal or higher to
82.5/100 points - for a total commitment of
3.497.000€. The geographical spread of the
selected projects shows that 23 countries out
of 33 countries were represented as
beneficiary.  Remembrance organizations
welcomed the Commission priority to involve
young people in solidarity activities through
the European Solidarity Corps initiative.
Almost 50% of the selected projects will host
Corps members for a total of 149 placements.

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The future of EU finances

The group of independent Cohesion Policy
experts recently presented its final report for
a simplified EU funds framework after 2020.
Although  the achievements of  the EU
Cohesion Policy are undeniably positive, the
current volume of rules does not always make
life easy for local authorities managing EU
funds or businesses looking to apply for EU
funding. Simplification is therefore key and
the European Commission should look into
how to further simplify access to EU funds in
the budget framework post 2020.

This is the main message that the High Level
Group of Simplification seeks to feed into the
discussion on the future of the EU finances
which the Commission launched on 28 June
with its dedicated reflection paper, the final
paper in the series of five reflection
documents released following the publication
on 1 March of the Commission's White Paper
on the Future of Europe. According to the
Group, the current architecture of the rules is
effective but needs a good clean-up. Shared
management governance should be kept to
ensure mutual trust and ownership of
common growth and jobs goals. But the
simplest rules are those that are few in
number; the Group suggests rules to delete or
radically reduce.

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Rules in different EU funds and instruments
should be harmonised in terms of state aid,
public procurement and methods to
reimburse costs, to facilitate synergies and
allow beneficiaries to apply for different
sources of EU funding for the same project.
For example, applying the same rules in
Cohesion Policy and in the European Fund for
Strategic Investments (EFSI) framework would
allow easier access to support for small
businesses.

An even simpler framework should be
available to all Member States and regions,
provided they fulfii a number of criteria:
reliable management and control systems;
significant national co-financing to incentivise
sound spending; identification of key
structural reforms to implement and focus on

few priority areas to be able to deliver.

The Group suggests that EU rules should then
be limited to strategic investment priorities
and principles for spending. EU funds would
be delivered via existing national
administrative mechanisms and Commission
audit work would be limited. The Member
State and Commission would agree on
structural reforms to be achieved and
concrete outputs which trigger
reimbursements.

S Why are culture and creativity important for cities?
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New Monitor shows how culture and
creativity help cities to thrive

Recently, the European Commission released
the first ever edition of the ‘Cultural and
Creative Cities Monitor'. This new tool
provides comparable data on how European
cities perform across nine dimensions -
covering culture and creativity - and
underlines how their performance contributes
to cities' social development and economic
growth and job creation.

Developed by the European Commission's in-
house science service, the Joint Research
Centre (JRC), the Cultural and Creative Cities
Monitor will help policy makers as well as the
cultural and creative sectors identify local
strengths and areas for improvement, and
learn from comparable cities. It also sheds
light on the strong relationship between
cultural vibrancy and various dimensions of a
city's life, starting with its social diversity and
its economic activity. The Cultural and
Creative Cities Monitor is the result of a
research project covering 168 cities in 30
European countries. It is available as an
interactive online tool to allow users to
browse the selected cities as well as a wide
array of quantitative and qualitative
information about their performance.

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It notably shows that the ‘ideal' Cultural and
Creative City in Europe would be the amalgam
of the best performing cities on each
indicator. This city would have the Cultural
Venues & Facilities of Cork (Ireland), the
Cultural Participation & Attractiveness and the
Creative & Knowledge-based Jobs of Paris
(France), the Intellectual Property & Innovation
of Eindhoven (Netherlands), the New Jobs in
Creative Sectors of Umed (Sweden), the
Human Capital & Education of Leuven
(Belgium), the Openness, Tolerance & Trust of
Glasgow (UK), the Local & International
Connections of Utrecht (Netherlands) and the
Quality of Governance of Copenhagen
(Denmark). Of these eight cities, five have
fewer than 500,000 inhabitants (Cork,
Eindhoven, Umed, Leuven and Utrecht).

Key findings of the research include:

> Leading cultural and creative cities:
compared to other cities with a similar
population, Paris, Copenhagen, Edinburgh
and Eindhoven perform better than their
counterparts.

> Cultural, creativity and prosperity:
culture and creativity contribute to higher
economic growth rates, and are crucial for
low-income cities.

> Size is not everything: the size of a
city does not determine its performance in
culture and creativity, as on average small
and medium-sized cities score relatively

well compared to larger ones.

Since the adoption of the first ‘European
Agenda for Culture in a Globalising World'
(2007), culture has taken an increasingly
prominent place in European Union
policymaking. However, mapping cultural and
creative assets and measuring their value and
impact in a systematic and comparable way
across Europe remains a challenge, with no
shared definitions or metrics, particularly at
city level. The Joint Research Centre (JRC) of
the European Commission has developed the
'Cultural and Creative Cities Monitor' in order
to fill this information gap. The tool was built
around three leading indices - cultural
vibrancy, creative economy and enabling
environment - organised in 9 dimensions and
measured through 29 indicators ranging from
the number of museums and concert halls, to
employment in the cultural and creative
sectors, and from ICT patent applications to
the level of trust people have towards other
citizens in their city. It brings together data
from a variety of public sources (such as
Eurostat and the Eurobarometer) and
experimental data (for example from
TripAdvisor).

For the first time ever, the nonprofit Living
Cities partnered withGoverning to study how
cities measure up to their definition of a
high-performing government. The authors of
the study, which is called "Equipt to Innovate,"
hope it will help the best ideas and practices
spread.

“There are a thousand flowers of innovation

that are blooming,” he says, “but they don’t
really provide you with a roadmap for how to
systemically apply those innovations to the
core elements of government.” The Equipt
report is meant to be a first step in providing
that roadmap. Governing, with the help of
researchers at our parent company,
e.Republic, invited 321 cities to participate in
the study. About 19 percent - 61 -
completed the 92-question self-assessment.
The report defines a city as high-performing
if it's dynamically planned, broadly partnered,
race-informed, smartly
resourced, employee-engaged and data-
driven. It sheds light on what local officials
think their organizations do well and where
they believe they need to improve. Perhaps
the biggest improvements needed (and in
some cases, being made) appear to be in
race-related policies and issues.

The European Commission launched a call for
feedback on a potential reform later this year
of the European Citizens' Initiative Regulation
— which allows 1 million citizens to call for
new EU legislation. European Citizens'
Initiatives were introduced by the 2009 Lisbon
Treaty, and allow 1 million citizens from 1
quarter of EU Member States to request that
the Commission proposes a legal act in an
area where it has competence. The tool has
been in operation for 5 years, since its launch
in April 2012. The Commission is now
seeking the views of citizens and stakeholders
on how to better achieve the goals of
fostering citizen participation and bringing
the EU closer to citizens. Over 40 initiatives
have been registered so far, and have received
support from more than 6 million people from
all Member States. 3 Initiatives successfully
secured 1 million signatories, with 2 of them
— "Right2Water" and "Stop Vivisection" —
influencing current EU policies.

'ILhese are among the key findings of the
public consultation published on modernising
and simplifying the Common Agricultural
Policy (CAP), which received more than
322,000 submissions from a wide range of
stakeholders, including farmers, citizens,
organisations and other interested parties.
The findings of the consultation are also clear
about what the Common Agricultural Policy
should achieve. Ensuring a fair standard of
living for farmers is a key demand, with a
majority of respondents (88%) recognising
that farm incomes are lower than the EU
average and that farmers receive only a small
amount of the final consumer price for food
(97%). Direct income support for farmers is
considered the best way to achieve this (66%
of respondents). The other main aim of the
CAP should be to ensure that farmers are
encouraged to play their part in tackling
climate change and protecting the
environment, protecting biodiversity, reducing
soil degradation and ensuring a more
sustainable use of pesticides and fertilisers. It
is also clear from the findings that citizens
and farmers alike want the future CAP to be
simpler and less bureaucratic in order to more
effectively rise to these challenges.

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According to Eurobarometer 2018, the vast
majority of Europeans (84%) feel that cultural

heritage is important to them personally, and
90% believe that it is important to their
country. There is also a strong feeling that
cultural heritage is a crucial part of European
identity, with 80% believing that it is
important to the EU as a whole. Many
Europeans are proud of the history and
culture within their local communities; 82%
take pride in historical monuments or sites,
works of art or traditions from their region or
country. Also, 7 in 10 agree that they take
pride in a historical monument or site, work
of art or tradition from a European country
other than their own. The majority (70%)
claimed that living close to places with
remarkable examples of Europe's cultural
heritage can give people a sense of belonging
to Europe. Cultural heritage is clearly at the
heart of our everyday lives, with 7 in 10
Europeans (71%) living close to a historic
monument or site, and over half (51%) being
personally involved in some form of cultural
heritage. Moreover, 71% also believe that
living near places of importance to Europe’s
cultural heritage can improve their quality of
life. A large majority of Europeans (88%)
believe that Europe's cultural heritage should
be taught in schools, as it is highly relevant
for our history and culture.

The European Commission is helping Member
States and regions to improve their capacity
to invest EU funds for better results through
strengthening their professional and
operational competencies. A brand new tool is
now available for all public institutions
involved in managing the European Regional
Development Fund and Cohesion Fund -
national coordinating bodies, managing, audit
and certifying authorities, joint secretariats
and intermediate bodies - in order to identify
and address competency gaps and adapt their
training strategies. The tool, designed by the
Commission's Directorate-General for
Regional and Urban Policy (DG REGIO) consists
of:

e an EU Competency Framework which
contains a set of competencies that
administrations and officials should possess;

e Qa web-based self-assessment
tool allowing employees to rate their
proficiency level for each competency
required for their job-specific profile. This
will help to define future development
objectives.

It suggestsan EU-wide
policy serving three main
purposes:harnessing globalisation, leaving no
one behind and supporting structural
reforms.

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European Council essential to
empower breakthrough innovators

The independent High-Level Group of
Innovators published today their
recommendations on the European Innovation
Council (EIC), indicating it should support
breakthrough innovation for the benefit of all,
meeting the needs of high potential
innovators from across the EU from start-up
to  scale-up. In  their first set  of
recommendations, the Group (including
successful innovators, entrepreneurs and
venture capitalists from across the EU), also
recommend bringing all relevant EU funding
schemes into a single, fit-for-purpose 'one-
stop-shop' for innovation financing, with
major reforms to introduce excellence,
flexibility and agility (for example to combine
grant financing with  venture capital

investments).

The High-Level Group of Innovators
(entrepreneurs, CEOs, investors and
ecosystem builders), launched in January
2017, provides guidance to the European
Commission on the design of a future
European Innovation Council The Group

issued an initial statement of intent in July

and are preparing a full set of
recommendations for their next meeting in
January.
